Act to prevent childhood accidents

MAKING the Link — a programme
which aims to build partnerships in
child accident prevention across
England — has a new series of
events taking place between
January and March this year.

Preventable accidents are a leading
cause of childhood death and
serious injury in the UK — almost
400 under 18s died in accidents last
year and 105 000 were admitted to
hospital.

Supported by the Department for
Children, Schools and Families and
delivered by the leading national
charity, the Child Accident
Prevention Trust, the aim of the
two-year Making the Link project is
to build capacity and support for
effective partnership work in child
accident prevention across England.
Those who attended recent
workshop events included
Children’s Trusts, Local
Safeguarding Children Boards, PCTs,
local authorities, road safety
departments, police and fire and
rescue services.

As a delegate to Making the Link you
will become part of a learning
community from a cross-section of
agencies and professional
backgrounds. In addition to free event
attendance, you will be supported by a
dedicated website, e-bulletin and tools
which reflect the practical needs of
those who are leading, developing and
managing effective strategies and
partnerships, leading to safer lives and
communities.

The first round of events focused on
Making the Link, making the case —
providing an overview of the problem
of childhood unintentional injury,
together with the opportunity to
identify relevant policy and
partnership developments in this area.
For the second round, the emphasis
will be on Making the Link, sharing the
knowledge — looking at the specific
skills, approaches and roles which are
making a difference to the safety and
wellbeing of children and young
people in different communities.
